The Ready or Not? Program is a Teen Pregnancy Prevention
Program that focuses on the “Why Not™ to get pregnant as a teen
rather than the “How Not™ to get pregnant. A major component
of this program is the infant simulators that the students take
home and care for over a weekend. The infant simulators allow
students to have a hands-on parenting experience and offer a
glimpse at what teen parenting would be like. The infants
require care, such as feeding, diaper change and burping. They
also record the way they were cared for, 1.e. how many times
they were neglected or roughly handled. The infant simulators
are used along with a curriculum that stimulates communication
between parents and students, helps the students recognize risk
factors for teen pregnancy, and encourages the students to look
at their goals for their future. The curriculum is presented by
knowledgeable staff in Junior and Senior High school Consumer
and Family studies classes.




Why Adopt an Infant Simulator?

The Ready or Not? Program has grown in popularity in Larimer
and Weld County Schools. Currently, we have 48 infant
simulators; 24 of these infants are for use in Larimer County
schools and 24 for use in Weld County schools. Often times the
class size for these classes are well over 24 students and many
teachers have more than one class they want the program for.
The program educators strive to give every student the
opportunity to take an infant simulator each weekend but have
been facing more difficulty doing this as the class size and
demand for the program increases. Our wish is to have another
complete set of 24 infants that could be utilized for both Weld
and Larimer County schools. This would allow us to
accommodate larger classes and even an extra class per
weekend.
