SERVICES PROVIDED BY LFS

ADOPTION SERVICE
Support, education and counseling to help build families
through open, designated and international adoptions.

SERVICES FOR OLDER ADULTS
AND THEIR FAMILIES
Assisting older adults, their families and caregivers

to navigate the transitions of later life.

REFUGEE & ASYLEE PROGRAMS

Helping people that have been uprooted by persecution
work toward self-sufficiency through essential
resettlement services, including: housing, employment,

English language and cultural education.

DISASTER RESPONSE
Crisis counseling, case management and resources

needed to rebuild homes and lives following a disaster.

IMMIGRATION LEGAL SERVICES
Professional legal services focused on family

reunification and naturalization law.

FOSTER CARE
Providing safe and nurturing foster and foster-to-adopt
homes for abused and neglected children.

FOSTERING FAMILY STRENGTHS
Help for families to learn interaction in healthy,
non-violent ways.

PREGNANCY COUNSELING
Guidance, comfort and hope for women, men
and their families facing unplanned pregnancies.

CHILD ABUSE PREVENTION
Providing parenting education and support for
at-risk families.

TEEN PREGNANCY PREVENTION

In-school prevention curriculum for middle and high school
youth, addressing the reasons teenagers are not equipped to
become parents.
